Housing Scholarship Application and Agreement
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The UTA Presidential Housing – ROTC scholarship is a merit based scholarship which provides a bed in Lipscomb North.                              This does not include a meal plan.    The purpose is to reward and reinforce success by focus driven Scholar, Athlete, Leaders, with the potential for greater service and the desire to serve.   – This is worth over $2,070 per semester – please take your time to invest in you and do it right – it is worth it.
This consists of two separate parts:  

#1 apply to the UTA Housing Office for a bed/room in Lipscomb North.
#2 apply to the ROTC program for the scholarship every semester.

UTA Presidential Army ROTC Residence Hall Scholarship Instructions

Deadlines for Fall Semesters 
Deadlines for Spring Semesters
Returning renewals = 1 April -(Current Cadets on housing scholarship)-
Returning renewals = 10 November 
Transfer Students = 1 June
Transfer Students = 15 November

New applicants = 1 July
New applicants = 10 December

Late applications will be handled by exception - Please coordinate with the ROTC Scholarship Office

Note that the housing contract you applied for may be for a year with the housing office, 
but you must apply for a ROTC housing scholarship every semester.
If you wish to qualify for a free bed in Lipscomb Hall, you must complete the following steps:

7. For Hall preferences – Select Lipscomb North
8. Under preference 1 – Select Double Regular

 14. Click “Apply” for the online agreement

 FORMCHECKBOX 
  Pay the appropriate $150 deposit, and return the signed housing contract to the UTA Housing dept.        (You do not need to pay the down payment, and you only need to put a deposit down ONCE as long as you remain in Lipscomb Hall)
 FORMCHECKBOX 
  Meet the minimum requirements for the UTA Presidential Army ROTC Residence Hall Scholarship 

 FORMCHECKBOX 
  Register for the appropriate ROTC lecture and lab.
 FORMCHECKBOX 
  Read and understand by initialing each item and signing the UTA Presidential Army ROTC Residence Hall Scholarship Application and Agreement and then turning it into the Recruiting Operations Center.

The UTA ROTC Recruiting Office will:
 FORMCHECKBOX 
  Verify your on-campus housing application and deposit status with UTA Housing Office.
 FORMCHECKBOX 
  Rank scholarship applicants on an Order-of-Merit List (OML) to determine the scholarship winners.
 FORMCHECKBOX 
  Verify your eligibility for ROTC and enrollment for the correct lecture and lab.
 FORMCHECKBOX 
  Notify Winners and non-winners will be notified by email so insure your email address is correct and that you check it on a regular basis.

After being offered a ROTC housing scholarship be patient.  The ROTC Program and the university need to wait until after census day to validate you are in the class.  Then the disbursement form is submitted to the UTA Provost.  Then it goes to the UTA Scholarship Office, then the bursars’ office.  Any late fees will be removed from your MyMav account associated with housing, as long as you have been awarded the scholarship. The funds will appear in your MyMav account around a month after school starts.

To apply for the UTA Presidential Army ROTC Residence Hall Scholarship you must initial each section of this application indicating you understand each requirement, sign at the end, and return it to the ROTC Recruiting/Advising Office (College Hall, Room 109).  
Application window for the fall semester is 150 to 45 days prior to the first day of the fall semester.

Application window for the spring semester is 75 to 45 days prior to the first day of the spring semester.

Eligibility:  Cadets are eligible to compete for the UTA Presidential Army ROTC Residence Hall Scholarship if they are full time students enrolled in Army ROTC/Military Science courses at the University of Texas at Arlington. _________ (initial)
Loss of the scholarship: The Cadet must understand that they may lose his/her ROTC Housing Scholarship if any of the following conditions are not met and may be financially responsible for up to the entire housing scholarship:

Residence:  The residence hall room assigned must be the Cadet’s primary residence for the entire semester. _________ (initial)


Attendance:  No unexcused absences from ROTC while maintaining a 2.0 GPA. _________ (initial)

Army Physical Fitness Training:  All scholarship recipients are required to participate in at least 85% 
of the morning physical fitness training. _________ (initial)


Army Physical Fitness Test (APFT):  All scholarship recipients are required to take all diagnostic APFT’s and pass the record APFT to include height/weight each semester. _________ (initial)


UTA Policies:  All scholarship recipients are required to abide by all University Policies. _________ (initial)

ROTC Polices:  All scholarship recipients are required to abide by all Maverick Battalion Policies. _________ (initial)




Conduct:  All scholarship recipients are required to maintain conduct becoming of a Cadet and future officer in the U.S. Army.  Cadets must remain in compliance with the University of Texas at Arlington Honor Code, the Housing Office rules and the Maverick Battalion Honor Code. _________ (initial)

Conditions:  

Cadets on the UTA Presidential Army ROTC Residence Hall Scholarship agree to unannounced health and welfare inspections by the Professor of Military Science (PMS) or the Military Science Instructors in coordination with the Resident Hall staff. _________ (initial)

Cadets who choose to move out of their residence hall room for any reason without permission from the PMS maybe financially liable for the cost of the residence hall room for that semester. _________ (initial)


Cadets who sign a contract to live in the residence hall have up to 35 calendar days before the first day of the next semester to decline the scholarship without any financial obligation.  Any Cadet who declines the contract after the 35-calandar-day deadline maybe held financially responsible for the UTA Housing fee of $5000 for breaking the housing contract. _________ (initial)


Cadets will maintain their scholarship at the discretion of the PMS.  The PMS reserves the right to withdraw the scholarship at any time up to the last day of finals each semester.  Cadets who lose their scholarship at any point during the semester may be financially liable for the entire cost of the scholarship.  _________ (initial)

Renewal:  You must reapply every semester.  Being awarded the scholarship for this coming semester does not guarantee the scholarship for the following semester.  Cadets reapplying will be ranked on an Order of Merit List (OML) which will determine who will be awarded a scholarship based on merit. _________ (initial)


Cadets are not required to purchase a meal plan. Meal plans are optional and are the responsibility of the cadet. ___________(initial)
