The sequence of courses shown on the front side of this form will usually satisfy the required course prerequisites and allow a student to
graduate in four years. However, it may be necessary to modify this course sequence for a number of reasons. AN aren Undergraduate Advisor
will help select the sequence of courses suitable for each student.

The CE Department intends to offer all required AREN courses each fall and spring semester. Certain AREN courses will also be offered in the
summer 11-week semester. The courses selected will depend on anticipated need, faculty availability, and budget. At this time, students
should not plan their long term schedules assuming that particular courses will be offered in summer.

Architecture courses are offered on a schedule determined by the School of Architecture. The School of Architecture currently (2018/2019)

offers ARCH 1301, ARCH 1341, ARCH 2553, and ARCH 4325 in the fall semester, ARCH 4326 in the spring semester, and ARCH 4357 in the
fall and spring semesters.
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
