Facing Financial Abuse

Financial abuse, also known as economic abuse, affects nearly 99% of total domestic
violence cases. As April is National Financial Literacy month, we wanted to bring
awareness to one of the pervasive forms of domestic abuse that is often misunderstood,
but rarely talked about. This form of abuse is often subtle and often not recognized until
several economic barriers have formed in the relationship making it more difficult for
someone to simply leave. Financial abuse is described as the manipulation of money and
other economic resources as a form of coercive control. The lack of access to economic
resources creates a barrier for many abuse victims who want to leave but feel they have no
choice but to stay with their abuser. Many people may also not realize they are in a
financially abusive relationship due to prevalent misconceptions and myths.
Myth: Financial abuse only happens to people in low-income households.

Fact: Financial abuse can happen to anyone, regardless of their socio-

economic status. 

Myth: Financial abuse only happens to those who don’t know how to manage their

finances.

Fact: Financial abuse is about controlling someone through financial means

using manipulation and coercion and not about a victim’s knowledge or

ability. 

Myth: Financial abuse only happens to women and elderly people. 

Fact: Financial abuse can happen to anyone regardless of gender, age, or

relationship. Financial abusers can include family members, romantic

partners, caretakers and even roommates.

In the HerMoney podcast episode Facing Financial Abuse, the host Jean Chatzky chats
with Katie Hood, CEO of The One Love Foundation. This nonprofit is dedicated to
educating young people on healthy relationships to prevent relationship abuse. The two
discuss examples of financial abuse, signs to look for, and safety measures to take.
