American history studies. Woodson was a part of an organization that explored
and promoted accomplishments of Black Americans. In 1976, President Gerald
Ford officially recognized February as Black History Month, which has now
expanded to globally celebrated. President Ford encourage Americans to “seize
the opportunity to honor the too-often neglected accomplishments of Black
Americans in every area of endeavor throughout our history”.

For 2022, the theme is “Black Health and Wellness.” This will explore and
showcase Black medical specialists and researchers.
